TEACH YOUR BABY TO READ!!!
1. Cut out card-paper cards of 18”x 6”.  On this with a thick red marker draw the words mummy, daddy, your child’s name, & any other words that your baby will be familiar with, using one care for each word.

2. Then on the first day with a big, bright enthusiastic smile, hold the card in front of your child & say, “mummy”!!  Hold the card up for a few seconds, & then do the same with the next card & say “daddy”!!  That’s it!!!  School time is over.  Repeat this scenario for another two times during the day when the child is happy & in a good mood.

3. Continue showing your child these two words in the same manner for the first five days.  Now believe it or not, your child actually knows these words, but please don’t test the child.  In due time you will see the results.  On the sixth day add a new word, & keep adding on until you reach ten words.  On the tenth day, (by now you will be showing your child seven words), you can remove the first word mummy & add on a new word.  Keep adding a new word each day & at the same time eliminating an old one.

Please note that children up to the age of 1 1/2 seem to do better with these big words of 18” x 6”.  The eye muscles at this age are not able to clearly focus on smaller objects.  However after about twenty months one can make the cards a bit smaller to be around 10” x 4”.

Then by the age of two, (your child should be talking quite fluently by now), you can start him on simple readers, like the Ladybird Reading Series of Peter & Jane, but first having flashed the words to him in the same manner you would have flashed the other words.  You will by now see the fruit of all your labors as your child should be reading quite well.  Get him storybooks & you’ll be that proud parent of a little “genius” who shocks both neighbors & relatives with his amazing vocabulary & his ability to read.

List of baby’s first words: mummy, daddy, child’s name, brother or sister’s name, dog, cat, cow, car, bus, doll (if a girl), banana, milk, baby foods, etc.  Show the child plenty of picture books & keep adding words that you feel the child likes or is familiar with.  Before starting on the readers abstract words such as ‘and’, ‘a’, ‘here’, etc., depending on what new words come up with each new reading book will need to be flashed.  Also point out names of shops, or words on bottles, boxes, etc.  Your child is a sponge.  He is learning al the time.  Don’t waste a single opportunity to talk to him or teach him something new.  
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
